Of all the things Jesus’ says, one of the more
challenging ones to understand is His address
to the Canaanite woman. “It is not right to
take the food of the children

and throw it to the dogs.” (Matthew 15:20)
His apparent harshness to this mother - who
is asking for help on behalf of her daughter,
not herself! - is a striking contrast to other
occasions. Why would He say this?

It may be helpful to note that this response
is exactly how His disciples expected Him to
respond - echoing their own dismissal of her.

The Woman of Canaan at the Feet of Cbﬁ&f Jan—Gemain

Yet His reaction to her persistance is not to
push her away, but to highlight her great faith.
He teaches the disciples - and us - a lesson
using the very words of her response: “even
the dogs eat the scraps...”. Her words, her
faith itself, rebuke the easy dismissal of those
who thought they understood Jesus’ purpose.

How might we need similar conversion - who
