We are reminded that 
this life is not the goal; our time on earth is 
meant to help prepare us for heaven.

Throughout the season of  Lent, it is important 
to keep our focus the end: the celebration of  

Easter and Jesus’ 
invitation to new 
life. All too often 
we get bogged 
down in the 
particulars of  the 
journey, agonizing 
over how well 
we’re doing and 

the difficulties of  being in the desert. 

Without regular reminders of  where we’re 
headed - toward Whom we are oriented, Lent 
can begin to feel like a pointless burden, going 
through the motions just to get through it. But 
if  we keep our eyes fixed on the Lord - Christ 
triumphant over sin and death - we will find 
ourselves bouyed up and newly motivated.

Jesus is leading us to heaven, to communion 
with His Father, the Holy Spirit, and each 
other! So let us commit to walking with Him 
and each other, that this time of  prayer, 
fasting, and almsgiving may bear great fruit.
