Why Do Catholics Do That?

He fed them with the finest wheat
and satisfied them with honey from the rock. Cf. Ps 81 (80): 17

The solemnity of  Corpus Christi has its 
roots in a Eucharistic miracle occurring at a 
Mass celebrated by priest who struggled with 
belief  in the Real Presence - the host started 
bleeding at the consecration! This event 
triggered an investigation and greater devotion 
to the Eucharist, eventually resulting in the 
establishment of  today’s liturgical celebration.

The Solemnity of  the Body and Blood of  
Christ (Corpus Christi) carries a special 
place in my heart - not only because it is 
an extraordinary celebration (and it is!), but 
because it was my first celebration after being 
ordained a priest. Not only did I celebrate my 
first Mass of  thanksgiving (at Star of  the Sea 
in Bremerton), but we followed that with a 
Eucharistic procession around the church!

The joy of  the Eucharist is found not just at 
the altar, but in sharing this gift with those 
around us. May we 
be inspired to invite 
others to join us in 
gathering with the 
Lord - at Mass and 
in processions!

This week, on June 13th (the feast of  Saint 
Anthony of  Padua - my confirmation saint!), I 
will celebrate my 14th anniversary of  priestly 
ordination. Father Jerry Burns, Father Bryon 
Dickey, Father Patrick O’Hogan, and Father 
Todd Strange were also ordained that day.

At my Thursday school classroom question 
and answer visits, the students will often ask 
questions about discernment to the priesthood 
and the life of  a priest. To the question of  
discernment, the key is being prepared at all 
times to say ‘yes’ to the invitation of  the Lord. 

Easier said than done, I 
think we’d all agree!

As for the life of  
a priest, I would 
emphasize how good it 
is to be a priest. Even 
among Catholics, we too 
often focus on what is 
sacrificed at the expense 
of  seeing what is gained. 

And what is gained is amazing! Being a priest 
is an extraordinary privilege - not only are we 
invited into the heart of  the mysteries of  the 
Lord, but we are invited into the hearts of  
those we serve. It is truly a gift and a joy to be 
a priest - and to be your priest.

In your kindness, please pray for me and for all 
those priests who celebrate their anniversaries 
over these weeks. And let us all pray that many 
young men will hear & answer the call to serve 
as priests locally and across the archdiocese!
